This unit is about joining materials safely, correctly and effectively using TIG welding techniques and procedures.

inspect and assess TIG weld quality in accordance with British Standards and manufacturers specification

check integrity of the weld and record the type of weld achieved on the appropriate paperwork

ensure test pieces are recorded and stored

dress the joint area without reducing material thickness and protect the repaired area to inhibit corrosion where applicable

clean and store 
PPE
 and 
equipment
 in appropriate manner

promptly report any additional faults you notice during the course of your work to the relevant person(s)

promptly report any delays in completing your work to the relevant person(s)

carry out TIG welding operations within the agreed timescale

complete work records accurately, in the format required and promptly pass them to the relevant person(s)
