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Overview

This standard defines the competence required in the validation of waste. It requires being able to check and confirm the vehicle carrier is registered and that documentation accompanying the waste is correct. Situations which do not meet operational requirements need to be reported. This standard is for those who receive waste on waste

Performance criteria

You must be able to:

1. ensure the documentation accompanying the waste is correct
1. establish the waste complies with the site waste management licence
1. ensure the documents for wastes being accepted are completed


accurately and legibly and they are stored in the designated place
1. ensure information recorded on documents meets


organisational procedures and legal requirements
1. reject unsuitable waste in accordance with organisational procedures


and legal requirements
Resolve problems which arise from the validation of waste
1. identify and resolve discrepancies on documents accompanying the


waste before it is accepted
1. report problems outside the responsibility of the job role in


accordance with operational procedures
