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Overview

This Standard is about creating technically satisfactory content, maintaining Standards that will satisfy the expectations of the clients and the audience for the commercial environment and the different media in which it will be viewed. This Standard should apply to anyone who is involved with controlling technical quality.

You must be able to:

1. identify technical expectations and requirements of clients from

2. specify technical detail that complies with quality expectations and

3. make critical judgments about video and audio quality against

6. make necessary adjustments to content to achieve technical and
1. legal compliance
7. find compromises that are acceptable to clients, where elements
1. are hard to remedy or cannot be funded
8. prepare quality assessment reports, documenting technical
1. compliance exceptions and justification in line with company

11. maintain security for files and other materials in line with company
