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Overview

This standard is about selecting suppliers for the supply chain. It involves obtaining information on the demand for supplies and the potential sources of supply. It also involves establishing criteria for suppliers, assessing the relevant factors, resolving problems and providing information.

This standard is for supply chain practitioners. They could be, for example, in purchasing, freight logistics operations or transport management roles.

Performance criteria

You must be able to:

1. comply with all the relevant legal, regulatory, environmental, health and safety and organisational procedures required when selecting suppliers for the

1.  promote responsibility for the environment and sustainability within the organisation and communicate and implement this when selecting suppliers for the 
1. supply chain
