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Overview

SFHCI.N SFHCI.N Forensic imaging is the undertaking of radiographic images in order to collect evidence to be presented in court or at formal hearings. It includes the taking of conventional radiographic images and crosssectional imaging. This standard covers the forensic imaging of children for signs of suspected physical abuse. Key people are those involved in the child's care and others involved in provision of services and includes the parents and carers of children being imaged. Users of this standard will need to ensure that practice reflects up to date information

1. for diagnostic purposes
1. recognise any signs and symptoms of psychological distress in
1. the child and/or key people and take the appropriate action
1. document the findings and take appropriate action in line with
1. national guidelines
1. explain the importance of follow-up imaging to key people
1. involved in the childs care and ensure that procedures are in
1. place to facilitate the childs return for the follow-up examination
1. apply correct procedures to maintain continuity of radiographic
1. evidence from the start of the examination to its use in the court
1. ensure that correct procedures are followed to maintain standards
1. of digital evidence
1. ensure that all necessary documentation is completed for the
1. forensic radiographic examination
1. produce written statements and contemporaneous notes that
1. adhere to legal requirements
1. record, collate and prepare appropriate information,
1. documentation and images for transfer or storage according to
1. SFHCI.N
